A Neolithic stone axe was fougd on, or near this site in the 1850s, and a Naolithlec or
:Bronze Age barrow was lovellgd to the South at a similar time. These two records
suggest that there may be further prehisteric archasological deposits on the site, and
all prehistoric sites should be cofgidered to be of national importance.
However it is likely that the industril.use of the land has damaged many deposits and
sontaminated the ground so archaaclogicai trenching would not perhaps be suitable on
this site. Instead the site should bs subject to an infensive watching brief whereby the
groundworks are monitored by a professional archaeolagist wha can record any
disturbed deposits, . - i e
The standing industrial units should also be recordad phofographically, with notes,
before their demolition (RCHME Level 1 recording}. -
To secure this the condltlons ARC2 (Implementing Programme of Archaeoiogical
Work) and ARC4 (Nofification of Commancament of Works) sholld be applied.
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
